Membership Updates
     As of the April membership meeting, the new membership policy is now in effect. New
members are required to pay a one-time $100 initiation fee. To maintain active membership
each year, members must either complete a minimum of 10 volunteer hours or pay annual
dues equal to the weekend gate fee minus $5, as set by the Board of Directors.
     The membership year begins two weeks prior to the annual Edgar Steam Show. Volunteer
hours worked during the current year’s show will count toward the following year’s active
status. Active members receive free show admission and voting rights. All current lifetime
members will retain their status and privileges.
     Members who do not meet these requirements will be classified as inactive and will lose
membership privileges, including free admission, voting rights, and eligibility to hold office.
Inactive members attending the show must pay regular gate admission, which does not count
toward regaining active status. Members may return to active status in any future year by
meeting the requirements.
